Human beings are innately curious. This drive for
knowledge and deeper awareness of our existence pushes
us to be industrious, to work. Whatever occupation we
should choose is dependent on our own particularities.
Thus, because we determine what our line of activities
should be, we do not depend on work for our
interactions-rather, our interactions depend on us and
what we think.
What differentiates homo sapiens from virtually all
other species is our highly developed intellect and
preference for choice. Our behaviors are not as
genetically influenced as those of other animals.
Animals, because of their entrenched difficulty to
survive, have no choice but to do their "work," such
as looking for food, etc., and their lifestyles
consequently bound by their occupations. However,
because humans are so evolved, we need not be defined
by what we do.
Perhaps for those who are not as independent as they
wish to be, they depend on their society for comfort
and whatnot, but for those who desire freedom, work
cannot limit them. For example, artists, writers,
inventors and others of the creative elite do not
confine themselves to the titles of single words or
phrases. Rather, they see themselves as something more
transcendental, something beyond the descriptions and
meaning of an "artist" or a "writer."
Ultimately, we humans are far too complex and
numerous. We have too many interests and hobbies to be
solely defined by our roles in society.
As homo sapiens, we desire at least a degree of
freedom. If our occupations solely set down the
stereotypes and boundaries by which we can be
categorized, we might as well be robots. Indeed, we
cannot institutionalize or strictly categorize. We are
human. Our freedom in intellect defines our power and
species. Indeed, "a degree of freedom is a powerful
thing."
